Happenings 

2006-2007 Membership Rates 
After serious thought and con-
sideration of factual evidence,  
the Board of Directors have 
decided to modestly increase 
the membership rates for 
2006-2007.  Unfortunately, 
rising utilities, the increase in 
minimum wage, increases 
passed on to us by product 
manufacturers such as grocers 
and wholesalers, and ever in-
creasing maintenance costs 
with our aging facility have put 
the club in a position where 
maintaining a neutral bottom 
line is impossible with current 
membership dues.  At this 
years Annual General Meeting,

(AGM), we will explain in depth 
our financial statements and cur-
rent fiscal status, however the fact 
is that we had to look forward to 
the future, and on how to keep the 
club viable for the future.  There-
fore, effective immediately our cur-
rent membership rates have in-
creased in all areas by approxi-
mately $35.00.  There is only one 
type of family rate now (dual), and 
guest fees have also been increased 
to put them on par with civic rates.  
We did a survey of other places 
where the sports are available, and 
we are still the best rate out there.  
Note, this year we have incorpo-
rated a “buy 2 memberships, get 

$100 off, 1 must be a new member” sale, which has been 
extended to BOTH badminton and tennis.  Full cost 
breakdowns and details are available on our website, www.
